“What makes Britain Great?” (Camden Town 3, Unit 2, p. 40-41)

[image: image2.wmf]In these lessons you will learn to write an article about a British band. In the article you will talk about what you like about the band, what makes the band special and why this band makes Britain great. Here you have the chance to learn the following:

· read a text and check if it is good or not with the help of a checklist

· write a short comment on the text using helpful phrases from the book

· collect information from the internet

· write an article using this information

· improve your own article by checking it with the help of a checklist and a partner
On page 40 of your book there is an article that Rick has written about his favourite band The Stereophonics. This is Rick’s text for his school project “What makes Britain great?” On page 41 you can find Rick’s teacher’s checklist for the students’ texts.

Task 1: Read Rick’s article and use the checklist to decide if it is a good or bad text. Talk about it with your partner, take notes again using the checklist and then write a comment of about 50 words using the phrases in italics on page 41 and your notes.

Now we will listen to some of your comments in class and collect ideas about what makes a good or bad article. We will use these ideas to try and improve Rick’s article. Then you will have time to do internet research …

Task 2: Do internet research on a band that you would like to write about. At the bottom of page 41 and on page 132 of your book you can find some good ideas to help you with your research. Work with a partner. Collect enough information on a British band to write a 100-word text.

Now each of you will have to write your own text…

Task 3: Write a text about the band that would make Rick’s teacher happy. Use the tips we discussed in class. Afterwards give your text to three fellow students who will check it and give you tips on how to improve it.

Now let's try and improve our texts...

Task 4: Read the texts of three of your classmates, check them against the checklist and write down tips for them on how to improve their texts. Write your tips on slips of paper that you will then give to the author of the text. Then write an improved version of your text with the help of these tips. 

Your final text should be a great improvement on your first version…

Task 5: Read out your improved text and also tell us about the most useful tips you got. Collect the tips from your fellow students. Make a portfolio sheet on "Writing good articles".

Festigung und Weiterführung der Schreibkompetenz (Kl. 7.2)
Inhaltliche Zuordnung: Skateboarding

“Skateboarding” (Camden Town 3, Unit 4, p. 90)


In these lessons you will learn to write an article about a famous skateboarder. In the article you will talk about skateboarding in general, about competitions and about the skateboarder you are interested in. Here you have the chance to learn the following:

· draw a poster from your partner’s description or describe a poster in detail

· design a poster

· read a text and find headings for it and the individual paragraphs.

· discuss and decide what makes a good article

· collect information from the internet

· write an article using this information

· improve your own article by checking it with the help of a list of criteria and a partner
Task 1: Work with a partner. Only one of you opens the book at page 90. The other one mustn’t look at the page. In the top right corner there is a poster for a skateboarding championship. One of you describes the poster (in English!) and the other one, who cannot look at it, draws it on a piece of paper from the description. Compare it to the posters drawn by other students and to the original. 

Now let's make our own posters…

Task 2: Work with a partner. Discuss how you can improve the poster. On an A4-sheet, make a poster for next year’s skateboarding championship.

Here we will talk about your posters and skateboarding.

Task 3: Do internet research on skateboarding. At the bottom of page 41 and on page 132 of your book you can find some good ideas to help you with your research. You can also ask experts. Maybe there are some skaters in your class or at your school.  Collect information to present in class.

We will listen to all the information you have collected about skateboarding. Then we will look at a text…

Task 3: Read the article about the Monster World Cup twice and find headings for the article and each paragraph. Compare these with your partner. Write down what you like and what you do not like about the article. Refer to the portfolio sheet on writing good articles that you made at the end of unit 2.

In class we will discuss the headings you found and what you think about the article. Then you will prepare to write your own articles...
Task 4: Do internet research on a famous skateboarder that you would like to write an article about. Collect enough information to write a 100-word text about him. Use the portfolio sheet again to decide what information you need to write the article. 

Now let's check your texts…

Task 5: Give your text to three fellow students who will check it and give you tips on how to improve it. Read the texts of three of your classmates, check them against the portfolio sheet and write down tips for them on how to improve their texts. Write your tips on slips of paper and give them to the author of the text. Then write an improved version of your text with the help of these tips. 

Your final text should be a great improvement on your first version…
Task 6: Read out your improved text and also tell us about the most useful tips you got. Look at the portfolio sheet on writing good articles and think about if we should add things to it or change it in any way.
