Does the article contain enough (relevant) information?


Is the article long/short enough?


Is it easy to follow the structure of the article?


Does the article repeat itself? 


Is there too much, unnecessary or irrelevant information?


Is the language easy to understand? Are there mistakes?


Do you find the article interesting and/or funny?


Does the article answer all your questions on the topic?


Does the article tell you where the information was taken from?





Comments:


The heading is too short and does not tell us anything about the person, only his name.


The article contains enough relevant information. 


The article is long enough.


It is not easy to follow the structure of the article. The information is all mixed up. You should group connected pieces of information together. Make three paragraphs, e.g. general information, skateboarding tricks, career.


Some words, like the names of the video games or the company, are repeated too often.


If you write about Tony Hawk we do not need to know that you would like a Birdhouse skateboard.


The language is easy to understand. No mistakes, but you should use the original English name of the film.


There are interesting things in the article, but it is not funny.


I would like to know how much money Tony Hawk has.
