The following steps will help you to work successfully! 

1. Open the website (link: http://www.woodlands-junior.kent.sch.uk/customs/questions/theQueen.htm).  
2. Look at the pictures and chose one of the family members of the Royal Family you want to talk about in a 2-minute presentation.
3. Now read about your favourite royal person.
4. Take notes: Facts about your favourite royal person: Who-What-Where-When-Why-Something special?

For example: Name, surname, birthplace, date of birth, age, nationality, family-parents, brothers and sisters-, living place, address, house, car, job, education (school, college, university), friends (relationship), sports and hobbies, … something special? …what and why is it special?
5. Use your notes and write a short text about your favourite person – a royal profile.
6. Revise your text with the help of your partner, the model texts, and the use of a dictionary. 
7. Practice speaking! Walk about the classroom and speak out your text. Remember to use the read- and-look-up-technique. You can also make use of the “easy speak”.
8. Prepare a little visualization (DIN-A-4, DIN-A-3)

9. Prepare your 2-minute-presentation: ...how to visualize, to start, to make it interesting, to finish.
